This project is part of a landscape level Wildland Urban
Interface (WUI) fuels reduction project that will treat a
total of 487 Acres located within the WUI communities
of Cohasset, Forest Ranch, Forbestown, and Magalia,
which includes four "Communities at Risk". There are
three remaining ridges not yet been impacted by
catastrophic wildfire - the communities of Cohasset,
Forest Ranch, and Forbestown. The project fills an
essential need by implementing fuels reduction along
evacuation routes. In addition, effectiveness of adjacent
shaded fuel breaks and hazardous fuels reduction
projects will be strengthened by linking to roadside
evacuation routes and access roads. The project
leverages multiple partnerships to implement fuels
reduction, increase fire prevention education, increase
community resilience, improve public safety, and
reduce greenhouse gas emissions.

As part of the ongoing effort to increase public safety and
reduce hazardous fuels along evacuation routes, the Butte
County Fire Safe Council (BCFSC) a non-profit, in
partnership with CAL FIRE, funded by a California Climate
Investments (CCI) Roadside Evacuation Hazardous Fuels
Reduction grant, has started work in Forest Ranch. The
project reduces wildfire hazards at a landscape level by
improving and maintaining firefighter ingress and egress,
improving evacuation, and protecting assets at risk. The scope
of the project is to encourage and partner with WUI residents
to reduce the horizontal and vertical continuity of forest fuel,
specifically mature brush, overstocked young trees along
evacuation routes, and access roads through thinning. Over
time, effective reduction of vegetative fuels develops strong
shaded fuel breaks, thereby reducing wildfire risk. The
project is located along Headwaters Rd and several adjacent
roads. The work is being completed by the BCFSC Fuels
Crew and ties directly into previous Defensible Space work
completed by our crews over the last year, with funding from
the California Fire Safe Council.
