The projects are expected to begin in 

late May of 2024. It will utilize innovative 

fuels reduction techniques to address the 

escalating wildfire threat within the 

wildland-urban interface (WUI) of Butte 

County. By safeguarding the communities of 

Paradise, Magalia, and Stirling City, we are 

also enhancing overall forest health for generations to come.
